I, you, he/she, we, you, they: 

 

I -é 

You -ás 

He/she -á 

We -emos (only one with no accent) 

You -éis 

They  -án 

 

For example: Hablar (to talk)+ -é = I will talk 

   Vivir (to live) + -é = I will live 

   Comer (to eat)  + -é = I will eat

Poder To be able Podr_ 

Poner To put Pondr_ 

Querer To want Querr_ 

Saber To know Sabr_ 

Salir To go out Saldr_ 

Tener To have Tendr_ 

Venir To come Vendr_
